May 31 was the end of Concordia’s 2009/2010 fiscal (accounting) year. As per the above table, we
completed the year operating “in the black” ($34,296 more income than expenses). This demonstrates our
congregation’s commitment to meeting the financial obligations of Concordia ... but it also indicated that
there were some repairs of the church campus that were not paid for during this fiscal year. It shows,
however, that we're currently in excellent financial health. Much of the “nest egg” that we’ve accrued this
year will be required to pay for numerous repairs and improvements that are planned for our church facilities
in 2010/2011.

On June 13, the Congregation approved a hew 2010/2011 Operating Budget that includes $320,300 of
expenditures and $327,200 of income. Anyone who has not received a copy of this Operating Budget but
would like to receive one, should contact Michelle in the Church Office or me.

Meeting our 2010/2011 financial obligations will bring challenges. But I'm confident that Concordia’s
members will again provide their stewardship for the Lord’s Work at Concordia Lutheran Church.

Summer is the time of vacation and travel away from your church-home. But Concordia’s everyday business
and expenses continue throughout these months. If you have been putting off enrolling in Simply Giving ®,
the direct-deposit offering program, contact me at 305-513-4636 ... and forget about putting weekly offerings
in the collection plate this summer and forever!

Concordia’s Mortgage:

A question was asked at the Congregational Meeting concerning Concordia’s mortgage on our facilities. We
borrowed ~$600,000 to construct various buildings after Hurricane Andrew in 1992 from the Lutheran
Church Extension Fund, a Lutheran Church Missouri Synod entity that loans money to its congregations.
The annual interest rate is 5.125%. As of May 31, the outstanding balance of our mortgage was $241,660.
Our mortgage payment is $4,129 per month.

Haiti Mission Trip

Great news! God loves a cheerful giver and Concordia has outdone itself with generosity. You
have given money, prayers, goods and many kind words of encouragement. You have
embraced our commitment to bring needed funds to the House of the Lambs of God
Orphanage in Ouanaminthe, Haiti.

As a team we collected $6079 with $3459 being designated directly to the orphanage. Our
funds are designated to the water cistern and other construction projects. Concordia has
collected $1079 to benefit the orphanage. In addition, we will be taking 40 children’s
blankets, 40 personalized t-shirts and several 50- pound bins of medical and school supplies
with us.

Our team is busy completing vaccinations, preparations and packing. We depart at 6 am on
July 12" out of Ft. Lauderdale airport, after staying overnight at the McConachie’s, and we
return July 19",

Please pray for our safe travel and health and safety in Haiti, as well as the success of our
VBS drama skits and crafts, and which we will be leading during the week. We have also
been asked to give testimonials and lead worship music at the weekly church service. We have
chosen Amazing Grace and Lord I Lift Your Name on High. In the mornings we will be
helping to build a living room on the orphanage complex. In the afternoons we will assist with
VBS. Other activities may include working in the garden, kitchen, or wherever we are needed
and also giving the orphans plenty of love.

We will certainly be thinking about home, family, friends and churches during our travels. We
are so grateful for the opportunity to travel on your behalf, with your support, and to remind
those less fortunate that Lutheran Christians from across the ocean love and care for them. |
look forward to seeing you at the end of July to share pictures and stories of our experiences.
